Dear Parishioners and Friends,

All day we have been talking technology. We talk
technology every day now because of the important
role it has played in our lives these past many weeks.
We have used it to stream Mass. We have used it to
gather for meetings. Now we are planning on how to
use it when we are “back.” It is a new language with
new concepts. Much of it is difficult for me to
understand. My head is spinning. | yearn for
something simple, something easy to understand ...

Now, filled with His Spirit, we become Christ’s body
on earth. This is the mission of the Church. We are
the Church. There you have it. Simple.

Our cemeteries are filled with women and men
who served our nation selflessly, giving of
themselves, many giving their lives in battle. We are
free today because of their sacrifice. As we remember
the return of Jesus to the Father on this Feast of the
Ascension, we also remember the many soldiers who
left the safety of our shores not knowing if they
would return to their homes and families. So many
did not. The sacrifice we have made to stay home
these last two months seemes little in comparison to
theirs. May they rest in peace! May God grant them
eternal life and grant us the gift of eternal gratitude.

The Feast of the Ascension seems also a good day
to honor all graduates, especially those graduating
high schools and colleges. We pray for them as they
take this important step into their future. Remember,
Graduates, the promise Jesus made to be with you
always! You are loved and you will never be alone!

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION MINISTRY
Registration Open
by Mail Only

Our mission is to help parents share the Catholic faith
with their children through several methods of
learning. We hope to bring these young people to a
deeper relationship with God from the teachings and
love of Jesus Christ through the Holy Spirit.

Methods of learning:

eTraditional classroom: On Monday or Tuesday
afternoons for Grades 1-5 and Monday or Tuesday
evenings for Grades 6,7, and 8. This program runs
from September until May.

eHome Study - Grades 3,4,5 and 6. This is for parents
who cannot bring their child to the Monday or
Tuesday classroom settings. The parent would teach
the child at home one lesson per week.
