I have asked my own parents to 
refrain from going to Mass for a little while longer. 

     We will get through this. We ARE getting through 
this. You have done things … and sacrificed … like you 
did not think possible. Let’s get through this together 
because that is exactly what the Eucharist is about: 
uniting us to the Lord Jesus and forming us together 
in the Body of Christ, Corpus Christi, on earth. 

     May God continue to bless and protect you and all 
your loved ones.
