ON CHURCH AND WALLS

Dear Parishioners and Friends,

As new and different as last week was for us Jersey
Catholics (celebrating Ascension Thursday on a Sun-
day!), this week is equally as new and different. This
Sunday — Pentecost — we celebrate the birth of the
Church, without the Church present in the building!

For these past two months | have tried to carefully
distinguish between “the church building” and “the
Church.” You are the Church. The Church is the People
of God, the Body of Christ, the Dwelling Place of the Ho-
ly Spirit. The Church is a living community of Disciples of
Jesus Christ, empowered by the Holy Spirit to share the
love of God with everyone, without exception.

The Church doesn’t need a church, a building. It
needs people who love Jesus and are willing to dedicate
themselves to His Gospel. And, of course, a central part
of Christ’s Gospel is knocking down walls and barriers of
every kind. That’s what Jesus did while on earth and
that is exactly what He wants to do now through His
Church. That’s why Christ gives us the gift of the Holy
Spirit — to eliminate division and to unite all of God’s
children.

So, while on the one hand, the Church doesn’t need
walls and a floor and a ceiling; on the other hand, it
does because the Church is people and people need
buildings ... not to keep others out, but to bring every-
onein!

Our church building is a visible sign (as is the Church
itself) of God’s all embracing love and mercy. Our
church building is a visible sign to all who pass by it, that
God is present, not distant and that we need God in our
lives, and that there is more to life than here and now.
Our church building is a holy place because it houses
Christ in the Blessed Sacrament in the Tabernacle, and
because it is the place where Christ’s body, His people,
gather to pray, to hear God’s Word and to learn to love
as Jesus commanded us to love.

We can certainly celebrate Pentecost outside of the
building, because the Spirit of God moves beyond walls.
But we long for the day when the Spirit will gather us
together in one place again as one people, to be fed by
the Body of Christ in the Eucharist, to hear the words,
“Go!” and to be led out by the Spirit to live as instru-
ments of Christ’s peace and healing!

Happy Pentecost to you — the Church!

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION MINISTRY
Registration Open

Our mission is to help parents share the Catholic faith
with their children through several methods of
learning. We hope to bring these young people to a
deeper relationship with God from the teachings and
love of Jesus Christ through the Holy Spirit.

Methods of learning:

eTraditional classroom: On Monday or Tuesday
afternoons for Grades 1-5 and Monday or Tuesday
evenings for Grades 6,7, and 8. This program runs
from September until May.

eHome Study - Grades 3,4,5 and 6. This is for parents
who cannot bring their child to the Monday or
Tuesday classroom settings. The parent would teach
the child at home one lesson per week. We also ask
that your child attend three activities throughout the
school year.

eFamily Catechesis: - This program is offered to 1%
and 2" grade parents only. As a parent you will teach
your child at home for three weeks with curriculum
provided and then attend a class once a month in the
evening with your child to reinforce what was taught
at home. Both parent and child must attend this once
a month class. Dates for once a month classes will be
announced in July.

e Special Disciples - This is a classroom setting for
those with special needs. Our catechists are certified
to teach children with special needs and we have a
one on one approach with the children. This program
runs every other Sunday during the 9am Mass from
October until April.
