Dear Parishioners and Friends, 

     I love my country. “My country tis of thee,” I would sing 
full throttle when I was a kid. “Sweet land of liberty, of 
thee I sing!” I still sing it proudly, but I must tell you, as an 
adult I find it difficult to write, say and sing: my country. I 
see now that the United States isn’t my country and it isn’t 
your country. It is our country. 

     Since the beginning of the quarantine back in March, 
this is a lesson I’ve been taught (over and over because I 
am far from perfect) even when it comes to the Church 
and being pastor of a parish. The Catholic Church isn’t my 
Church and St. Joan of Arc isn’t my parish. The decisions 
I’ve had to make regarding closing and reopening the 
church building, and even the carnival, had to be made 
looking at the whole parish and not simply what I want. 
This is our Church, our Parish.  

     We’ve all had to make sacrifices these past many 
months. I’m sure not every decision — regarding both NJ 
or SJA — has gone the way you or I wanted it to go. Some 
of you would have reopened businesses and filled the 
pews back in May or April; some of you would not open 
businesses or churches until next year. But the epidemic 
has asked us to think in terms bigger than ourselves. 

     As Christians, doesn’t our faith in Jesus Christ always 
ask us to think in bigger terms? Doesn’t calling ourselves 
“Catholic” challenge us to think in terms of the whole? 
(That is, after all, what “catholic” means.) Traditional 
Catholic social teaching has always spoken of working for 
“the common good.” This isn’t socialism. Wanting to build 
a society where every person is treated with the dignity 
they deserve as a child of God is not socialism. It’s 
Christianity. It’s what Jesus taught. And we know from 
Jesus that violence and hatred and division will not build 
this kind of society. Only loving and respecting persons as 
persons, not things, not objects, not enemies. What is 
common among all of us is our humanity, a humanity 
made in the image and likeness of God. 

     This is my prayer on this Fourth of July weekend: that 
all of us, myself included, see this country as belonging to 
all of us. Our country, ‘tis of thee, sweet land of liberty and 
justice and peace and opportunity and life for all of us … 
born and unborn, young and old, women and men, black 
and white, native-born and immigrant, straight and 
LGBTQ, rich and poor. One country. Our country. 
Our United States of America.

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION MINISTRY 

Registration Open 

by Mail Only 
Our mission is to help parents share the Catholic faith 
with their children through several methods of 
learning.  We hope to bring these young people to a 
deeper relationship with God from the teachings and 
love of Jesus Christ through the Holy Spirit. 

Methods of learning: 

•Traditional classroom:  On Monday or Tuesday 
afternoons for Grades 1-5 and Monday or Tuesday 
evenings for Grades 6,7, and 8. This program runs 
from September until May. 

•Home Study -  Grades 3,4,5 and 6.  This is for parents 
who cannot bring their child to the Monday or 
Tuesday classroom settings.  The parent would teach 
the child at home one lesson per week.  We also ask 
that your child attend three activities throughout the 
school year. 

•Family Catechesis: -  This program is offered to 1st 
and 2nd grade parents only.  As a parent you will teach 
your child at home for three weeks with curriculum 
provided and then attend a class once a month in the 
evening with your child to reinforce what was taught 
at home.  Both parent and child must attend this once 
a month class.  Dates for once a month classes will be 
announced in July. 

• Special Disciples -  This is a classroom setting for 
those with special needs.  Our catechists are certified 
to teach children with special needs and we have a 
one on one approach with the children.  This program 
runs every other Sunday during the 9am Mass from 
October until April. 

Please register for traditional classes as soon as 
possible as our Monday classes fill quickly.
