Dear Parishioners and Friends, 
     I have many of the same everyday worries that we 
all have. I also have, of course, worries that most 
pastors have. Additionally, And I also worry about big 
things like the condition of the country, the world and 
the Church. You probably do, too. 
     I also worry a lot about this: 
     Jesus. 
     Well, not about Jesus Himself. My worries are more 
about what people think about Jesus. As I see it, there 
are two groups (probably many more): one group 
doesn’t think about Jesus at all, and the second group 
doesn’t give Jesus a second thought. 
     The first group of people treat Jesus as passe,                
unnecessary, as having nothing to say about who we 
are and what is important today. Jesus is meaningless 
and irrelevant to life today. It’s up to us who believe in 
Him and follow Him to get the Word out about who 
Jesus is to these people. We need to know Him and 
know why He is essential to people and life today. 
     In the second group are people like us who think 
they (we) already know everything about Jesus and 
already have all the answers about Him so that they 
(we) do not allow Jesus to challenge their (our) faith. 
Jesus becomes so familiar, so domesticated that they 
(we) treat him almost like a pet. Jesus never upsets 
our status quo or equilibrium … when clearly that is 
exactly what he did to those who met him for the first 
time.  
     In our Gospel today, Jesus asks his disciples who 
people say that he is. He might be asking us the same 
question. Who do you think Jesus is? It might be 
worth a second look.
