Then they opened their
treasures and offered him gifts of gold,
frankincense, and myrrh. And having been
warned in a dream not to return to Herod,
they departed for their country by another
way.

In space a conjunction is the alignment of two
planets so that they appear to be in the same place in the
sky. In our faith, Christmas is a Divine Conjunction! God
becomes one with us in Christ Jesus and we become one
with God!

God is one with all people everywhere! That is so wonderful,
even the stars and planets jump for joy!
