     I hear it every Ɵme Lent rolls around. Is it beƩer to 
give up something during Lent or should we do 
something good? When I was young, there was a 
definite emphases on sacrificing during Lent. Thus, the 
quesƟon: what are you giving up for Lent? Then, there 
was a swing the other way. Instead of giving up, do 
something good. So, what’s the answer? 
     Both. 
     Sorry, you probably didn’t want to hear that. Our 
Lent should be a season of both more AND less. More 
of what makes us holy, good, kind, loving, paƟent 
disciples of Jesus Christ. Less of anything that takes us 
away from our discipleship. 
     As an example, I have heard it said: fast from anger, 
feast on forgiveness. Fast from selfishness, feast on        
generosity. Fast from gossip feast on encouraging 
others. You get the picture. 
     You can’t go wrong if you incorporate the three               
tradiƟonal Lenten pracƟces: pray, sacrifice, and give 
alms.  
     And in all of this, it is always good to keep in mind: 
in everything I think, say and do: less of me, more of 
Christ!
