GOSPEL JOHN 24: 46-53

Jesus said to his disciples: “Thus it is written
that the Christ would suffer and rise from
the dead on the third day and that
repentance, for the forgiveness of sins,
would be preached in his name to all the
nations, beginning from Jerusalem. You are
witnesses of these things. And behold | am
sending the promise of my Father upon
you; but stay in the city until you are
clothed with power from on high.”

Dear Parishioners and Friends,

Following last weekend'’s beautiful ordination and celebration of
Deacon Gene’s first Mass, | was truly excited about gathering this
Memorial Day Weekend for the celebration of the Ascension of the
Lord! Then: the terrible shooting on Tuesday, May 24" Like you, upon
hearing the news my heart sank, my breath taken away. Like you, |
said, “Not again.” Like you, | ask: what can we do about this? How can
we fix this? Like you, | was filled with anger, disgust and most of all an
incredible sadness. Like you | grieve for those who lost their lives, so
cruelly, so senselessly. Like you, | grieve for their parents and siblings
and loved ones. Like you, it is hard to think of anything else.

Then he led them out as far as Bethany,
raised his hands, and blessed them.

As he blessed them he parted from them
and was taken up to heaven. They did him
homage and then returned to Jerusalem
with great joy, and they were continually in
the temple praising God.

But our faith does give us something else to think about. Today’s
Feast, and, in fact, every Sunday, gives us something else to think about
and something to do. Not as a distraction. Not as a panacea. Every
Sunday calls us to enter more deeply into the mystery of God’s
presence and love for us. Every Sunday calls us to turn away from that
limits and lowers our humanity, as well as all that divides us (it’s called
sin). And, every Sunday calls us to recognize and welcome the love of
God poured into our hearts. Every Sunday calls us to live a new way
and to love like Christ. Every Sunday compels us to go back into our
daily lives and to bring Christ’s love and mercy wherever we go.
